THE JUNGLE: RULES & REGULATIONS

As an amenity to our members, guests, & program participants the Rossford Community
Recreation Center will provide, limited baby-sitting in our “Jungle” area in the lobby. This
service is available Tuesday & Thursday from 9:00 am to 11:00am and Monday thru Thursday
evening from 5:30pm to 8:00pm.

To ensure a safe and comfortable environment for your children, we request that you please
honor the following policies:

1. Due to food allergies we will have a no food policy in the babysitting area. No gum
cither. Plastic bottles and cups with lids may be brought from home (please label these
items)

2. If your child has an accident and needs a training diaper change, the staff will ask that
you come change your child's diaper. We do not change diapers.

3. We are not responsible for keeping track of a toy that a child brings in, if he or she has a
favorite toy it may be best to either leave it in the car or at home so nothing happens to it.
Our facility is equipped with toys and activities and is supervised by caring staff. Please
do not bring toys from home.

4. If your child participates in any craft or artwork we will keep it for 24 hours, afier that it
will be removed from the facility.

5. We are not responsible for any lost items of clothing; there will be a lost and found for
any items that we do find. We will clean it out once every month,

6. Parent MUST be present in the club while your child is in the babysitting facility.

7. If child is sick or not in school due to an illness we ask that you keep them home,
Children should be free of fever and illness for at least 24 hours before coming,

8. For the safety and well being of all children babysitting will be limited to 8 children.
Walk-ins are taken on a first-come, first-served basis. NO RESERVATIONS
ACCEPTED!

9. Age limits: Toilet trained to nine years old.

10. Each child must have a waiver signed by a parent or guardian on file at the child care
room on or before their first visit. A current health form must also be filled out and on
file within two weeks of the child’s first visit.

11, Children may be in the Jungle for a maximum of 2 hours!

12: No child will be allowed to leave with another person (other than the one they came were
dropped off by) unless written permission by the parent is given. ID is required for
pickup. Children & parents will be given matching wristbands upon arrival. Parents and
child wristbands will be checked by staff and must match when signing out a child,

13. Parent/guardian may be paged to assist with a child if a child becomes ill, has a diaper
that needs to be changed, cannot be quieted from crying in a reasonable amount of time,
appears to be distressed, or is disturbing other children.

14. Actions prohibited by children include, but are not limited to: inappropriate language,
running in the room, inappropriate touching, being disrespectful to staff and other
children, hitting, playing guns, or name calling.

15. Any child or parent found to be repeatedly in violation of these policies may be
suspended or permanently barred from using this service.
